Additionally, curriculum and grading information will be distributed in
teacher syllabi at the beginning of the school year. This will include information about letter
grades.

Schoolwide Improvement Plan- The School Improvement Plan will be shared with parents and
students at the Principal & Parent meetings. Building demographics and assessments results will



be reviewed to ensure that schoolwide programs are meeting the needs of all students, especially
those performing below grade level in reading and math. Parents will have an opportunity to
provide input/recommendations to the plan.
